Directions from the Atlanta Airport  (1½ Hours) 
Take I-85 North (14 miles) to GA 400 N (Toll rd $.50) (49 miles). Pass the 
North Ga. Outlet Mall on the left. About 4 miles past the Outlet Mall turn left 
onto Hwy 136. Continue on 136 for approximately 10-12 miles passing through 
the Hwy136/Hwy9 intersection and past Gold Creek Golf Club. Approximately 
4-5 miles past Gold Creek, turn Right onto Bailey Waters Rd ( this is a very 
small intersection, no stop sign, it is just past mile marker 12). Continue on 
Bailey Waters until you reach a stop sign (about 3 miles). At the stop sign go 
straight crossing over Hwy 52. Bailey Waters turns into Wesley Chapel Rd. 
Continue on Wesley Chapel Rd. for about a mile and turn left when you see the 
signs for Forrest Hills Resort. Turn right into the resort and follow the signs to 
the office. 
 

Directions from Chattanooga  (1½ -2 Hours) 
Take I-75 S to Dalton then 76 East towards Ellijay. Take Hwy 52 east to 
Amicalola Falls State Park. (Note. Do Not take 52 from Dalton unless you 
prefer the scenic route which takes an extra hour.) Proceed about 5 miles past 
Amicalola Falls to the first Paved cross-road and turn left onto Wesley Chapel 
Road.  Go about 1 mile, turn left when you see the signs for Forrest Hills Resort.  
Turn right into the resort and follow the signs to the office.
